The generations are divided emotionally, 

physically, and socially while missing exciting opportunities to learn and share. 

 

This program allows our senior community to interact with the younger generation and 

to share some experiences of senior issues.  

 

We teach them how to be sensitive to senior adults (“Sensitivity Training”) by stuffing cotton in their ears and calling  

bingo,  cloudy glasses for reading, opening bottles with gloves on; showing how hard it could be for seniors.
